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AIMS AND SCOPE OF THE SYMPOSIUM

Arts-based research practices, such as those employing narrative inquiry, literary writing,
poetry, music, collage, performance, movement and dance, visual art, visual representation,
film (cinema, documentary film, animation), sketches, theater, singing, etc., constitute a set of
methodological tools used mainly by qualitative researchers. They open up a new range of
research questions and topics, expanding the diversity of audiences exposed to social
research. Thus, they enrich the qualitative paradigm, broadening the notion of research
design. These interdisciplinary arts-based methodological tools and practices relate to all
phases of the research endeavor: data collection, analysis, interpretation, and representation.
Researchers within these approaches attempt to exploit and adapt their capabilities and
resources available to the various creative arts in order to explore and reconstruct social
research issues and questions. Many researchers suggest that an artistic method, such as visual
art or performance, can serve as a complete methodology in itself. Moreover, arts-based
practices have allowed us to posit new research questions, to ask perennial questions in new
ways, and reach new, non-academic audiences. This holistic, participatory and embodied
research approach aims at nothing less than suggesting a new theoretical and epistemological
paradigm for social science research.

This symposium focuses on discussing and reflecting on issues emerging from arts-based
research practices within the qualitative paradigm; More specifically, it aims to encourage
reflections upon key theoretical, epistemological, ethical and methodological issues relating to
the arts-based research practice within particular qualitative research approaches (e.g.
ethnographic, phenomenological, interpretive, ecological, socio-cultural, biographical,
narrative, action research, etc.), mapping new trends in the area, and addressing the issue of
using arts-based mixed methodologies. Furthermore, we would like to posit the question of
the limits of this approach, reflecting upon the criticisms that arts-based qualitative research
has received so far. We will also address issues of validity, credibility, subjectivity and truth,
as emerging through arts-based qualitative research practices.

Another key objective of the symposium is to provide students and novice researchers
with alternative approaches to qualitative research and new ways of thinking and knowing
about the relationships between artistic practices, arts-based research, and teaching.

More specifically, some of the objectives of the symposium are:

5. To define and explore the role(s) of the arts in qualitative social science research,
and more generally, of art as a cognitive tool and research process;

6. To understand the relationships between artistic processes and representational
forms used in the arts, and processes and representational forms used in social
research;

7. To explore features and qualities of research, which are, further, informed by or
based in the arts;

8. To articulate challenges inherent in these methodologies;

9. To identify and demonstrate the potential, as well as the limitations of these
alternative methodologies.

Some of the key questions that this symposium will address - which could be the basis of

forming key areas for discussion and debate -, are the following:

1. How art relates to knowledge, why and how art and research can bring about
advances in and promotion of knowledge?

2. To what extent could the arts be used in various social science research contexts?

3. How art can be combined with social science research? How can art frame and
affect the social science theory and practice?

4. What do art-based research methodologies look like in practice?

5. What is the relationship of art-related research to other forms of research in social
science?

9. Head, Heart and Art: Moving Bodies — Moving Research

Helle Vinther (1 Winther)
University of Copenhagen

How is research to describe intense emotional and bodily experiences or identity
processes? How to describe vulnerabilities, happiness, pain and existential crises in peoples’
lives? There are many dimensions to human experience which science traditionally has had
difficulty in capturing. Here there has been a gap between practice and theory, between body
and language, between analyses and art, between head and heart. The challenge to narrative
and performative inspired research is to accept the limitations of language, to trust the fleeting
temporality of movement, to acknowledge the spirit of art and to develop more embodied,
creative and multidimensional research. The challenge is to balance between head and heart,
and to transform stories into artistic presentations, here with the possibility of involving the
researcher’s own body. Moving bodies might need moving research.

This presentation builds on movement psychological research and focuses on how it is
possible to bridge the gap. It focuses on the transformation processes from body — to language
— to body, presented as a journey between bodily experiences, theoretical and critical
reflections, and a short performative presentation of a case, danced by the researcher herself.
Furthermore, during the lecture the audience will be invited to participate in a short movement
session in order to explore and embrace their own experiences and translate them into
language through poetic bodyanchored notes.

28. Risky Representations for the Performing Self and Others: Confronting the
Challenges of the Audit Culture, Criteriology and the Pressures Towards
Monological Storytelling

Andrew C. Sparkes
Liverpool John Moores University

Stimulated by the ‘performance’ turn within the social sciences there are now a number of
possible ways that researchers can represent their findings to different audiences. These
possibilities include ethno-drama, poetic representations, autoethnography, creative non-
fiction and fiction, dancing and singing the data, as well as multiple media and mixed genre
performances. Making informed, principled and strategic choices about which genres to use is
important as each carries with it a number of risks at the personal level for the researcher and
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for the audience involved. Thus, researchers might ask themselves: Can I actually do this kind
of performance and can | do it well? Equally, the audience might ask: What is the point of this
performance piece, is it any good, and, is it actually ‘research’ at all? These questions revolve
around the performance skills of the researcher and the judgment capacities of the audience
with both being tangled up in the core issue of ‘goodness’ criteria. Accordingly, in the first
part of my presentation, | reflect on some of the risks to self and other involved in
experimenting with alternative genres of representation and the need for both to become
connoisseurs of form, content, and purpose and so that appropriate criteria are used to judge
each performance in context.

In the second part of the presentation | offer some reflections on the risk to self and others
of dialogical storytelling given the interpretive openness and uncontrollability of stories once
they are let loose into the public domain. These reflections draw upon my personal
experiences of multiple reactions to a paper that | published in the journal Qualitative
Research (2007, Vol 7, No 4, pp. 519-548) entitled: ‘Embodiment, Academics, and the Audit
Culture: A Story Seeking Consideration.’ In this paper I employed a methodology of the heart
to present a story about the embodied struggles of an academic at a British university that is
permeated by an audit culture. The evidence suggests that this story resonated with many
people around the world and presented a plausible and compelling truth that was illuminating,
unsettling, and empowering. For others, in positions of institutional power and authority, this
same ‘truth’ was defined as troublesome, dangerous and in need of a monological
interpretation prior to being suppressed and silenced. Either way, these different reactions
suggest that stories and other performances have lives of their own way beyond the intentions
or awareness of the researcher and that these risky possibilities need to be recognized as an
important aspect of critical scholarship.

29. The Media of Sociology: The Unused Possibilities of Visual and other
Translations

Michael Guggenheim
University of London

Sociologists have increasingly come to recognize that the discipline has unduly privileged
textual representations, but efforts to incorporate visual materials and other senses and media
are still only in their beginning. This paper develops a taxonomy of the ways objects of
knowledge are translated into other media, in order to diagnose current practice in sociology
and to point out unused possibilities. | argue that there can be two arguments about how
objects relate to knowledge. The first, held by actor network theory and derived from an
analysis of natural science, is based on a belief in tight translations. Tight translations are
based on an epistemology of what Daston and Galison call “mechanical objectivity”, whereby
an object is transformed into a representation by its reorganization within an apparatus,
supposedly without creative interference. The second, derived from a discourse on reflexivity
and poetics is based on a belief in loose translations. Loose translations are based on an
interpretive epistemology whereby an object is transformed into a representation by cognitive
interaction, a creative process, between researcher and object. Sociology currently combines
these two approaches in a peculiar and schizophrenic way: With regard to writing, it freely
combines both and allows loose translations. With regard to all other media, it insists on tight
translations only, but it has a limited understanding of what tight translations could be,
because it shies away from manipulation of its object. Sociology would gain if it were
consistent with regard to its media and would fully exploit the opportunities that this would
offer: That is sociology could use other media than texts in the same way it uses texts. It could
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use both text and other media as tight translations that includes a high level of manipulation as
well as loose translations that involves a poetics of media. | will discuss these unused
possibilities with examples from my own past and ongoing projects.

“The incomer should lay down every hope”. This inscription over the main gate heralded
the pass from the world of men into the world of the living dead of Spinaloga. This
documentary, is based upon Epaminondas Remoundaki’s autobiography “An eagle without
wings”. He was the man who stood up raising his voice, with all the strength of his soul, in
order to bring down the false legends which society created for this peculiar disease which
came out of its inside. The film is the recording of Spinaloga’s last residents life; now walking
towards the sunset of their lives.

Face to face, the true story of the 330 stigmatised by the Holy Disease men, who lived
upon the inhospitable rock of Spinaloga which like an insatiable Minotaur devoured its
victims for 53 years. A tribute to those people who the scythe of Fate severed from society as
different beings and casted them away to Spinaloga to die. As soon as the disease occurred,
the constable used to bring for imprisonment the “crimeless criminal” leper to that fortress
which stood against him to guard and to delineate the margins of the world where he would
live the rest of his life. A treatise given by words, memoirs, tears, pain, hope for life, through
the eyes and the lips -or whatever of these the disease did not devour- of the desolate lepers
who became its protagonists. Deleted from the public archives, they were neither alive, nor
officially dead. They were just non-existed. Their life was an everyday struggle to bring down
the dark walls of prejudice erected around them by the society and change the horror of
Spinaloga to hope for a human life even though everything led to death.

In Spinaloga, the starting point was the disease, death and tragedy. Then came the hope
for life, the miracle, the treatment and along came the great illusion for freedom.... Eventually
came the truth: The world of people was the barrier, were nobody waited for them, were
nobody accepted them. For the people even though you have been healed, you are still a leper.
Even without the scars... you are a leper for life.
