Michalis Kontopodis — Landless Children 2010 - Ethnographic Short Movie & Presentation: My
presentation investigates how development is done in the context of the landless rural workers’
movement in Brazil. This broader socio-political movement from the very beginning demanded not
only better living conditions for land workers. It also demanded better educational chances for the so-
called “landless children” (sem terrinha). “Better” did not only refer to material aspects such as access to
properly constructed school buildings or books but also to the pedagogical methods followed as well as
to the contents of lessons. A brief ethnography in one of these schools is presented and the “doing
memory—doing identity” at school is investigated. The role of photos and narratives in the enactment of
collective past as well as in imagining of collective futures is analyzed and potential development is
contrasted to development of new societal relations (virtual development—which is at the same time
individual and collective).

Erineu Foerste —Countryside Education and University Research in Esprito Santo, Brazil: In
Espirito Santo Brazil, local countryside populations have actively participated in the last years in
designing their own schools and educational programs - in collaboration with the Federal University of
Espirito Santo. My presentation outlines the history and broader context of this collaboration and
analyzes the concept and practice of partnership/collaboration. It evaluates a concrete experience of
partnership in the formation of teachers in the Brazilian context. Lessons and risks are pointed for the
struggles regarding the valorization of the teaching process nowadays. Taking into consideration that the
theme is constituted as an emergent theoretical-practical field, it stands out the relevance of the
construction of such study object in order to cover gaps in the production of educational knowledge.

Gerda M. Schiitz-Foerste — School Images, Semiotic Mediation and Concept Formation at Urban
and Countryside Preschools in Rio de Janeiro & Espirito Santo: This presentation introduces
a methodology for the analysis of school pictures and processes of mediation in preschool spaces. Our
approach is based on picture analysis, interviews, participant observation, and focus group discussions at
kindergartens in rural schools of the Landless Movement in Espirito Santo and in Favela da
Rocinha, Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. By combining these methods we try to identify, describe, and analyze
processes of knowledge construction about the notion of “school”. Our study is not comparative but
opens possibilities for various interpretations and multi-perspectivity. It departs from the concept
of semiotic mediation in early childhood education and investigates how school contexts mediate
the knowledge construction of young children. The Vygotskian concept of semiotic mediation is
revisited and opens new possibilities for the analysis of production, distribution, and reception of images
in kindergartens. We suggest that pictures are human products that are introduced in dynamic and plural
social contexts. They thus necessarily refer to the mode of production and class relations, as well as to
the social interests of the people who created them. Such a perspective implies the unveiling of
their socio-historical materiality. By drawing on Agamben’s (2005) concept of in-fancy (the inability to
speak), we also explore how pictures enable children to express themselves without words as well as to
explore their worlds. Children can thus reflect upon the mediated construction of the space that
is understood as “my school” and its visual and image-related dimensions.
